Iõm excited that the committee on nominations and leadership development has nominated persons to 
serve on a new ministry team called the òShepherding Ministry Team.ó While I was serving as the As-

sociate Pastor at Epworth UMC in Chickasha, we developed a similar Shepherding Ministry at the 
church. The ministry was helpful for a number of reasons, but probably the most important reason was 

as result of its simplicity. The active congregation was divided into groups of 8-12 people and each of 
these groups was assigned a òShepherd.ó  The Shepherds were placed under a òCaptainó and on Mon-

day of each week the Captains were contacted with the names of any of their people that were not at 
church that week.  The Captainõs relayed that in-
formation to their assigned Shepherds. Then 

sometime during the week, those people were 
contact by their Shepherds, just to check on them 

to see they were okay, etc.  If they had a need that 
could be met by the Shepherd then it was, how-

ever if the need was a pastoral in nature or some-
thing best served by the church, the Shepherd 
would relay that information back to pastor or 

one of the staff. 
 

Iõm excited that the Visioning Task Force 
recommended to the Committee on Nominations 

and Leadership Development that we develop a 
ministry team that would be responsible to imple-
ment a Shepherding ministry similar to this suc-

cessful program in Chickasha. Iõm looking for-
ward to working with this new ministry team to 

help us put in place a more systematic way to care 
for one another within our congregation. After 

Charge Conference and when the new ministry 
teams meet in January, we will be moving ahead 
with this exciting new ministry. Please be praying 

for this ministry as it develops and please consider 
providing leadership by being a Shepherd if you 

are contacted to do that by the Shepherding Min-
istry Team. We believe that this new ministry will 

be helpful as we fulfill our call to òMake Disciples 
of Jesus Christó for the transformation of the 
world.
